SPRINGETTSBURY TOWNSHIP TO APPLY FOR STATE GRANT FUNDING 
THROUGH COMMONWEALTH’S NEW IFIP PROGRAM 

York, PA –  Springettsbury Township officials recently informed the York Area Metropolitan Planning Organization that the Township was working with the developer of the Bon Ton Distribution Center – High Real Estate Group and CBL Associates - to secure Infrastructure Facilities Improvement Program (IFIP) funding for transportation improvements along Mt. Zion Road through the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development (DCED).  

The Township is currently exploring the creation of the Springettsbury Township Economic Redevelopment Authority to provide sponsorship of the application.  The IFIP requires the sponsor of the application to be a municipal, county or statewide authority capable of issuing debt for the public improvements, which would be retired with state grant funds once a funding award from the state had been determined.  DCED funds would not compromise the funding status of any project currently programmed in the York Area MPO’s Transportation Improvement Program (TIP).  Any funds awarded as a result of the application to DCED would be supplemental transportation funding for York County.

The submission of the IFIP application does not express or imply approval of the land development plans for the redevelopment of the Bon Ton Distribution Center, which once served as a regional employment base and now only hosts 3 full-time positions.  The Township is working closely with High Real Estate Group and CBL Associates to ensure that the land redevelopment plans are consistent with municipal planning, zoning and transportation objectives.
