JOINT FIRE SERVICES:  SPRINGETTSBURY AND SPRING GARDEN TOWNSHIP’S

York, PA – Springettsbury Township and Spring Garden Township held their monthly Joint Fire Service Committee (The Committee) meeting on June 21, 2005 at 6:00 p.m.  Continuing the joint fire study, the committee reviewed proposed fire service options for management of the joint venture.   

Two of the options were a council of government (COG) and a joint service. The Committee chose to look more closely at the joint service option at this time, but has not ruled out the possibility of a COG.

A joint service would consist of two governments that will work together and utilize a Joint Services Board as the medium to oversee and provide emergency service.  Responsibilities are spread evenly between governments and would provide flexibility.  A joint service would minimize the need for additional management, staffing and ancillary costs to the participating governments.  

The Committee is in the process of applying for a DCED Community Revitalization Grant to help facilitate the study.  

The Joint Fire Service Committee meetings are held on the third Tuesday of each month at the Springettsbury Township Administration Building, at 6:00 p.m. All citizens are encouraged to attend the meetings.
