Comprehensive Plan

York, PA – Springettsbury Township continues to work with Kise, Straw, & Kolodner on the Township Comprehensive Plan. 


The Comprehensive Plan Committee (CPC) held a meeting on November 30 concerning the update to the Township Comprehensive Plan.  During the meeting, Kise, Straw, & Kolodner presented the results from the Community Based Observation Technique (CBOT).  Members from the CPC, Planning Commission, elected officials, and Township staff photographed positive and negative features in the Township and documented them in a caption log. The CPC discussed the features after the presentation and conveyed their ideas for the Comprehensive Planning process. 
The public is encouraged to participate in the Comprehensive Plan process. CPC meetings are held on the 4th Tuesday of each month and are open to the public. The next meeting will be held on the fourth Tuesday of January 2005.  The Consultant will facilitate several innovative public outreach activities, such as public workshops, key stakeholder interviews, and citizen surveys. 
The Consultant will conduct Community Stakeholder interviews in December 2004. The CPC will select participants who represent interests of Springettsbury and a broad range of backgrounds for the interviews. Participants will be asked about their opinions and vision for Springettsbury Township.
A Township survey of residents will be developed based on issues raised at the CBOT workshop and stakeholder interviews. The Township will distribute the survey within its newsletter in February 2005. The Consultant will tabulate and analyze the results of the survey.  

Springettsbury Township looks forward to working with the citizens of the Township over the next 18 months to complete the Comprehensive Plan.  The schedule for CPC meetings, workshops and other Comprehensive Plan information is posted on the Township website at www.springettsbury.com.
