At approximately 6:50 pm on Monday, August 3, 2009, the Springettsbury Township Police Department responded to the 4000 block of Wilshire Dr. for a report of a female caller that had contacted relatives in another state indicating that she was in fear for her life and was locking herself in the basement.  Information provided to this department was that the female made this call at approximately 4:00 pm.
After numerous attempts to contact the female caller and/or contact the male resident at the home, officers made entry into the house in an attempt to contact the owner(s) and/or rescue the female caller.  After announcing themselves, officers heard what sounded like a single gunshot, at which time they maintained a perimeter until the York County Quick Response Team arrived.

After several hours of reconnaissance, attempted contact and negotiation with persons inside the residence, YCQRT made entry into the home and found the male and female residents deceased in the basement from an apparent homicide-suicide, carried out by the male.

No names are being released at this time pending notification of family members.
