Comprehensive Plan

York, PA – Springettsbury Township is beginning to work with Kise, Straw, & Kolodner on the Township Comprehensive Plan after signing a contract on September 16, 2004. 


Township staff estimates that the Comprehensive Plan and relevant ordinance amendments will take up to 18 months to complete from the date of the Consultant’s first meeting on September 28, 2004 with the Comprehensive Plan Committee (CPC). The Consultant will conduct background and data collection for the Township during October, November, and December 2004.  A Statement of Objectives for the Comprehensive Plan will be made in December 2004 and January 2005. The development of the Comprehensive Plan will occur in March, April, and May 2005. The Implementation Strategy will follow in July and August 2005. The Preliminary Draft Production and Presentation is scheduled to occur between July 2005 and January 2006. The Summary and Final Plan will be produced in February and March 2006, and the Revised Ordinances will follow in April and May 2006.
Springettsbury Township has contacted the York County Planning Commission, bordering municipalities, and school districts to involve them in the development of the Comprehensive Plan and invite them to CPC meetings. York County representatives attend CPC meetings and are members of support staff. The municipalities contacted by the Township included York City, East Manchester, Hellam, Manchester, Spring Garden, Windsor, and York. The school districts included York Suburban and Central York.
The public is encouraged to participate in the Comprehensive Plan process. CPC meetings are held on the 4th Tuesday of each month and are open to the public. The Consultant will facilitate several innovative public outreach activities, such as public workshops, key stakeholder interviews, and citizen surveys. The Community Based Observation Technique (CBOT) Workshop will be held in November 2004. 
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CPC members, key stakeholders, elected officials and planning board members will use disposable cameras and caption logs to show images from the Township prior to the workshop. The public is invited to the workshop to view a PowerPoint presentation of the photographs and convey their ideas about Springettsbury. Other public workshops will be held later to discuss the Draft Plan.  The schedule for CPC meetings, workshops and other Comprehensive Plan information will be posted on the Township website.  
The Consultant will conduct Community Stakeholder interviews in November 2004. The CPC will select participants who represent interests of Springettsbury, and a broad range of backgrounds for the interviews. Participants will be asked whether they are willing to assist in publicizing the Comprehensive Plan efforts in their newsletters, electronic mailing lists, websites, and organization mailing lists.
A Township survey of residents will be developed based issues raised at the CBOT workshop and stakeholder interviews. The Township will distribute the survey along with its newsletter in November 2004. The Consultant will tabulate and analyze the results of the survey.  

Springettsbury Township looks forward to working with the citizens of the Township over the next two years to complete the Comprehensive Plan.
