UPDATES TO GARBAGE AND RECYCLING CONTRACT
York, PA - Springettsbury Township has renewed the Residential Garbage and Recycling Contract with Penn Waste for another year.  This renewal will provide Springettsbury residents with the same services provided since 2002, plus additional services that will be new to the Township in January of 2005.  
The Township’s agreement with Penn Waste will now include yard waste pick-up once per week, as required by Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection, throughout the months of April through October.  Also, there will be one bulk item pick-up once per trash day in lieu of annual fall bulk item pick-up.  The quarterly service charge for the residents of Springettsbury Township, based on the service chosen by each individual resident, will increase $3.95.
The new services provided by Penn Waste will provide greater convenience to Springettsbury Township Residents, as well as bring the Township into compliance with the Department of Environmental Protection’s Act 101.
