The CPC expressed its appreciation to Central York School District for the use of the facility, allowing the Township to better accommodate the public.  The CPC will meet at Central York Middle School for its regularly scheduled meeting at 6:00 p.m., prior to the start of the Community Meeting. We encourage the public to attend both the CPC meeting, as well as the Community break out sessions.
Township’s rewrite their Comprehensive Plans approximately every 10 years, providing a new land use and growth management diagram for the next 10-20 years.  Issues such as housing, economic development, community character, natural resources, community facilities and services, wastewater and transportation are among those addressed in the Plan.  The Community Meeting will give you the opportunity to give us your input as to which goals and objectives you believe should be included in the Plan.  
Further, the CPC received a report from the Parks and Recreation Board detailing the priorities of the recreation department and future development of Springettsbury Parks and facilities.
